SCHEDULE

The program includes morning lectures and afternoon
walking tours of UC’s new East Asian Library, the
Hearst Museum of Anthropology, and the recently
renovated Bancroft Library. On Wednesday, we will
enjoy a coach trip to the Asian Art Museum of San
Francisco for a docent-led tour. Relevant movies and
discussions will be offered on two evenings.

FEES & ACCOMMODATIONS

The program fee of $733 covers accommodations,
meals, classes, field trips and the San Francisco trip.
Single rooms are available at NO additional charge.
Some double rooms with two twin beds are available.
Men’s and women’s restrooms are “down the hall.”
Classrooms, accommodations, rooms, dining room, and
café are in International House. Parking is $90 for the
week. Excellent cafeteria meals offer choices to please
any palate. Shops, bookstores, museums, and libraries
are within walking distance, 2-4 blocks away. You may
extend your stay for $65 per night, including meals.
