I-House alumnus and MacArthur Fellowship recipient Saul Griffith is an inventor whose innovations
serve the global public good. Originally from Sydney, Australia, Saul used the Hawaiian word for
breeze - Makani - to name the company he launched in 2006 to harness high altitude winds as the
least expensive renewable clean energy source on earth. That vision secured a $10M+ investment by
Google. His inventions include a method to make low-cost prescription eyeglasses

benefitting thousands in the developing world. Saul is a A National Inventors Hall

of Fame inductee, a contributor to Make and Craft magazines, technical advisor to

Popular Mechanics, co-author of technology comic books called “HowToons” and

creator of Instructables.com, a web portal for creative engineering videos and posts.

Saul holds degrees in materials science, mechanical engineering, and received his

doctorate in Programmable Assembly and Self Replicating machines from MIT prior

to his studies at Cal and I-House residency in 1994-95.
